In order to assist students in ensuring that they are well prepared for their 
examinations, Hurstmere plans to host a three day Easter Revision programme,  
Wednesday 11th – Friday 13thApril inclusive.

Half term is from 
Monday 4th June to Friday 8th June inclusive. 
 
On 26th June your son is invited to attend school from 10.00am. An assembly 
celebrating the group’s five years at Hurstmere will be followed by a barbecue. We very 
much hope that your son will join us on that day, where the traditional ‘shirt-signing’ 
may take place. 
 
Any remaining textbooks should be returned to the school foyer on that day.
